While rigging up, the crew was taking apart the wellhead. They had placed a winch line on the wellhead to help support

the wellhead piping being removed. They were unscrewing the wellhead above the master valve and when it released

from the threads, it became unbalanced on the winch line and tipped over towards the rig worker (John Reyes). It struck

the top-front of his hard hat and pushed it down onto his forehead causing a laceration. First aid was done at location, but

wound continued to bleed. He was taken to Banner Occupational Health Services in Greeley for treatment. He received 3

sutures to close wound and medication for headache.
