Drilling fluids hand hit his head on landing.  After getting back on his feet the man walked approximately 85 feet to the drilling fluids trailer where he removed his jacket, boots and hard hat.  He felt what he thought was mud in his hair and upon attempting to clean his hair with a paper towel discovered his head was bleeding.  The drilling hand reported to the company man who directed him to report to the hospital for checking.  The man reported to Saint Mary's hospital in Grand Junction where he received stiches and was released.  Upon review, it was determined the cause for the incident was worn tread on the bottom of the boots worn by the individual. 
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
