Our plans are in progress
to develop a Free Market Land Use Plap for Moffat County,
Making Custom and Culture into Couniy law, This will give
Moffat County a chance to develop much better plans for oil
and gas development, as any agency, such as the BLM will,
according to law, need to work with the Moffat County Free
Market Land Use Plan before BLM, as an example, can come up
with any more regulations, such as wild and scenic river
designation which is devastating to our tax base,

12, Shefstead Bros. asks for a continuation for at least until the
next regular scheduled meeting of the Colorado 0il and Cas
Congervation Commission in order to enter into the record
more additional {nformation in ocder to accomplish the
objective of preventing the waste of oil and gas, cither or
both, {n the operation of the field or area identified, to best
protect the interests of all parties involved or affected and to
carry out the purpose of the statute,
