Case number Z-486 has been reviewed by this office. The subject property is an area that
currently has no active production nearby and no permitted wells within section 14. There is
oil production several miles northeast and oil and gas production to the south, so the possibility
exists for future activity near the property. If the property is not currently under lease for oil
and gas mineral development, a provision could be added to a future lease specifying no
surface occupancy for purposes of mineral development. Application can also be made to the
Oil and Gas Conservation Commission. for designation of this parcel as a high density area, to
increase the set back limitations on proximity of equipment and structures for oil and gas
development, if desired.
