apart the last connection a floor hand did not let go of the hawk jaw once the motor man had it positioned on the
connection. The driller began to spin, but the bottom of the hawk jaw broke loose and the unit swung around towards the
flag pole where the floor hand was positioned and caught his right index finger between the handle on the hawk jaw and
the flagpole resulting in an OSHA recordable injury to his finger.
