Just want to give you a heads up. We are having issues on Sater 19M-243 API#05-123-42062. We
drilled the wellbore to TD, while tripping out of the hole for production casing we encountered
issues in the curve, pulling tight and getting stuck multiple times. We were finally free and tripped
out to lay down directional tools and attempted to trip back in to clean up the hole with a reaming
assembly which we planted. We are stuck at 6550 backed off at 6530’ and have roughly 90’ of fish
in the hole. First fishing attempt was unsuccessful we are currently making another attempt but it’s
not looking great. Looking at the geology there are many faults where we are stuck so even with a
successful fishing attempt we think it will be unlikely we can get back in the hole to run casing. We
will most likely sidetrack landing lower in zone to avoid the faults. This notice is to get verbal
approval to sidetrack. Thank you.
